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B Abraham and the Promised Land

According to Jewish tradition, Abraham was born in the city of Ur in
Mesopotamia, probably in the twentieth or nineteenth century c. At
that time, it was common for people to worship idols of many different
gods. From an early age, Abraham became convinced that there could be
only one God who created everything, and that worshipping idols was
wrong. He tried to spread this message to the people of Ur but with little
success. The belief that there is only one God is called monotheism.
