God as Lawgiver and Judge
In order to help people use their free will in the way he would like them to God gave the Jews the laws (mitzvot). How many laws are there altogether?

In providing these laws, Jesus believe that God has set the basis of his relationship with his people, and that is the purpose of God being the lawgiver.
Jews believe that God not only gave them the laws to follow but he also judges them for how well they follow these laws. For Jews there are two main times when God’s judgement happens. The first is once a year during the festival of Rosh Hashanah (the Jewish new year). Many Jews also believe they will be judged after death, when God determines where they will spend the afterlife.
